Introduction to
topic/project:

Introduce students to the gallery and have students explore, small g/a to
assist students in finding images, elements of art, and meanings in the
paintings.

Share with students the artist bio, discuss what they found in the
artworkds, - connect students to the artworks and give them the
challenge of collaboraing on painting the mural or completing an
individual drawing completing a segment of a mural started by the artist.

Step by step
instructions:

Have a corner of the gallery all set up with supplies, worksheets on
clipboards, and media for students to sit down and complete.

Painting mural is set up on the floor with butcher paper first (to protect
the floor), tempra cakes, brushes and water cups. Students are
encouraged to paint like the artist, reminding them to look up for






inspiration, and work off of each other's work.

Closure/wrap up

Worksheets are collected and give to the teacher, the painted mural is
rolled up after drying and given to teacher. Clean up is completed by
museum/gallery docents.
